2010 Grants

The Eastern Carolina Community Foundation distributed grants totaling $182,350 in the year 2010.  The grants served to support a variety of needs in the Pee Dee and were dispersed throughout all seven Pee Dee counties covered by the Foundation.   Some of the grants reflect distributions from donor advised funds, and others are the result of grant cycles held by the Women In Philanthropy Fund and the Young Professionals Philanthropy Fund.  This represents a tremendous increase in grants from 2009 when the Foundation distributed $26,000 throughout the Pee Dee region.  A listing of grants follows.
